Correction Sheet

Please note:  The Radio Merit Badge book contains several errors.  Most errors are due to the fact that the book was originally written several years ago.  Here is a list of corrections:  

PAGE 7 – The Space Shuttle no longer carries Amateur Radio aboard.  That’s because the International Space Station now does.  Currently the ISS can be heard on 145.80 Mhz when it is over our location.  

PAGE 7 – King Hussein and Barry Goldwater are both dead now.  

PAGE 13 – A more complete list of electromagnetic spectrum divisions can be found in the key word list in this manual on page 15.  

PAGE 35 to 37 – There are currently only three classes of Amateur Radio license.  They are Technician, General, and Extra class.  

The Technician license is the entry-level license, or the “tenderfoot” license as it’s sometimes called.  This license requires no Morse code proficiency, and requires only a 35 question written test.  

The General class is the intermediate license.  It requires a 5 word per minute Morse code test, and a 50 question written test.  

The Extra class license is the most advanced of the three licenses.  It also requires a 5 WPM code test, but also requires a much more difficult 50 question written test.
