These guys helped sort 17,000 cards the first month of bureau operations, and that was just short of the average of 20,000 cards per month. We filled bureau central letter bins with QSL’s and user envelopes that will be mailed out to individual letter handlers next week.

Floyd's "G" letter handler needed to be relieved of his duties due to a personal workload increase, so Gene, N5CE in Mounds, Oklahoma volunteered to take on the letter G. I met Gene the other day and delivered the inventory of envelopes and cards sent by Gary, AF5K from Huntsville, TX. I also hand carried all the cards received this month to Gene. He is working on setting up his G letter database records now. With the fine work of these volunteers the short-term goal of staying on schedule with card deliveries will be met this month. It appears we can handle several thousand more cards per month without too much strain.

The website for the bureau will be changing soon from the facilities provided by the MDXA to facilities we have available for the bureau through a sponsorship. Domain name registration and one year of website service were made available through a donation by a local business in Claremore. Thanks go to MessageXpress for their generosity. We will make good use of the web site as time goes on.

In a future newsletter I will detail the inner workings of the bureau. For now I am happy to report we are nearing the end of a learning process that has taken several weeks. Some of the tasks simply had to be done the first time to gauge the workload and develop patterns to accomplish things like post office visits, user envelope preparation, card drop offs and pickups, and finally the mail out to our volunteer call sign letter handlers. These are jobs that take several hours of time every month to get the cards into the hands of the deserving. More on the work of a letter handler in a later newsletter, you really have to like handling QSL’s to do this. Some of the letter handlers will receive more than 800 cards this month and I'm sure other months will run well over a thousand for some of the letters. We have three members of the OKDXA handling a letter each, and my hat’s off to them and all the other sorters. W5VW Bill Clark (T), W5VXU Mike Schenkel (S), and N5CE Gene Lewis, (G).

Hopefully by mid-December you will be able to see photos of the new "Bureau Central" and if you shade your eyes when you look, myself and each of the volunteers who help with presorting will become more than a name and a letter...

ZL7, CHATHAM ISLAND

Bob, ZL3TY reports that on Thursday, October 24th, the first ever 2 Meter EME QSO to ZL7 was made with W5UN at 1010z followed by a QSO with KB8RQ at 1034z. Equipment used at ZL7C was a single 12 element Yagi with TX power at 150 watts and a Yaesu FT100. Both U.S. stations have large multi-Yagi arrays.

Note: W5UN is David Blaschke of Mount Pleasant, Texas. If I recall correctly, his antenna array was featured in QST within the past year or so. It’s a big ‘un – Ed.

ZL7C now QRT!

The ZL7C team finished the CQWW DX SSB Contest and went QRT as of 1015z on October 27th, then began a mad rush to pack up all the gear and antennas for their plane to New Zealand on Monday, October 28th. The flight from ZL7 to New Zealand with their gear totaling over a ton in the Convair 440 was expected to take about 3 1/2 hours. The team thanks all the Hams around the world that played "cat and mouse" with them for two weeks. The provisional total number of QSO’s stands at 72,200, including some 5513 QSO’s plus 88 dupes logged in the CQWW SSB Contest, and this includes 120 Band Zones and 300 Band Countries. Their entry in the CQWW Contest was on two radios only and included operation on 10, 15, 20 and 40 Meters. UK Holding the Line on 

Additional 5 MHz Experimenters:

The RSGB, Radio Society of Great Britain, reports the Radiocommunications Agency (RA) in the UK put a temporary moratorium on applications from Class A Amateurs who wish to experiment in the 5 MHz band on October 31st. Eligible amateurs in the UK previously had to apply for a Notice of Variation (NoV) to experiment in the band using five spot frequencies. The RA says applications for 5 MHz NoVs exceeded its expectations; it now worries that the risk of congestion may be detrimental to the overall success of the experiment. The RA says it will monitor occupancy of the five channels and review its position. "It is likely that an announcement will be made later this year for action early in the new year" the RSGB said.

Two Hams Re-Elected to US House

HR 4720 Sponsor and Most of the

Cosponsors Survive Election:
From The ARRL Letter, Vol 21, No 44 November 9, 2002 ( The only two Amateur Radio operators in the US House of Representatives as well as the sponsor and most cosponsors of the CC&R bill, HR 4720, were returned to office in this week's mid-term election.

HR 4720 sponsor, Rep Steve Israel (D-NY) beat back a challenge from Joseph Finley in that state's second congressional district. An original HR 4720 cosponsor, Texas Republican Rep Pete Sessions, of the 32nd congressional district, defeated Democratic challenger Pauline Dixon.

Elsewhere, Rep Greg Walden WB7OCE, an Oregon Republican, handily won re-election in a three-way race in that state's second congressional district. Also re-elected was Arkansas fourth-district Democrat, Rep Mike Ross, WD5DVR who defeated Republican Jay Dickey for another term. Walden and Ross are both HR 4720 cosponsors and the only hams in Congress.

Of the 34 HR 4720 cosponsors signed on to date, only three won't be back in January. Although Rep Patsy Mink, the Hawaii Democrat died September 28, her name remained on the ballot, and she defeated Republican Bob McDermott. A special election will be held to fill the vacancy. Another cosponsor, Rep Bob Schaffer, a Colorado Republican, did not seek a new term, and a third, Maryland Republican Rep Constance Morella, was defeated for re-election by Democrat Christopher Van Hollen. Although at least one "lame duck" session of Congress is scheduled between now and the time the new Congress convenes, action on HR 4720, "The Amateur Radio Emergency Communications Consistency Act", is considered highly unlikely. Technically, the measure remains alive until Congress formally adjourns.

DXCC NEWS

The ARRL's DXCC Branch is digging out following the annual 'September rush,' says ARRL Membership Services Manager Wayne Mills, N7NG. Applications postmarked by September 30th were accepted, and updates received by that date will be included in The DXCC Yearbook to be published in the spring. 'Although the DXCC Branch was able to become current last summer, the September deadline has come again along with its inherent increase in workload,' Mills said. 'We are currently working on about 2400 applications which include more than 240,000 QSL cards.' This represents nearly half of all applications--and cards--received each year. Mills said that as applications are logged into the DXCC system they are listed on the ARRL Web site.


With new DXCC software in place next year, the League hopes to be able to publish DXCC standings on the ARRL Web site on a near-real-time basis, Mills said, eliminating the need for the September deadline. 'This will spread the workload throughout the year and, along with the introduction of electronic DXCC applications, minimize turnaround time for DXCC applications,' he predicted."

An official announcement has not been made by Bill Moore, NC1L, ARRL DXCC Manager, but reports indicate that 7Z1AC and TT8VMFR have been approved for DXCC.

ARRL Resurrects the

Frequency Measuring Test

The Frequency Measuring Test (FMT), an ARRL staple for nearly 50 years, will return to the air in early November. A FMT transmission will replace the W1AW SSB bulletin on November 7th at 0245 UTC (Wednesday, November 6, in US time zones). The resurrected FMT will kick off a series of measuring tests.

"These tests will exercise the capabilities of Hams to measure important operating parameters, improve their understanding of complex radios and give them a better mental picture of their transmitted signals," Contributing Editor Ward Silver, NØAX said in an October 2002 QST article describing the art and science of frequency measurement. "The goal is a more technically aware Amateur, confident of compliance with FCC regulations." Silver's article, "The ARRL Frequency Measuring Tests," appears on page 51 of the October issue.

Increasing technical quality of amateur gear was one of the primary reasons for the decline and fall of FMT’s in 1980. In prior decades, however, thousands of amateurs took part in the FMT’s, and participation was required of ARRL Official Observer and Official Relay System stations. The first FMT, held in October of 1931, employed three transmitting stations: W1XP at the Massachusetts Institute of Technology, W9XAN at the Elgin Observatory in Illinois and W6XK at the Don Lee Broadcasting System in Los Angeles. The test drew more than 200 reports.

"Winners demonstrated better than 99.99% accuracy, and more than half received certificates for better than 99.90% accuracy"… Not too shabby for the state of the art back then.

ZL7C OPERATORS NEWSLETTER

The operators arrived in two contingents, one from Christchurch on Tuesday, the other from Wellington on Wednesday. The first lot arrived to excellent weather on Tuesday and, because it wasn’t too late in the day, started unpacking gear and setting up stations. On Wednesday, the weather was also good so they started assembling antennas and finished setting up the gear they had with them.

The second contingent assembled in Wellington and, apart from a delay in the arrival of some equipment, all went according to plan. The team assembled later that afternoon and it was all hands on deck to complete antenna assembly. The vertical for 80 and 160m was erected that afternoon and by the end of the day all stations were assembled with the other antennas ready to be erected.

On Thursday morning the 30m antenna was erected and we made the first Pactor 3 QSO with Gordon, ZL2ARN. The first photographs were also uploaded for the website. Later in the day the rain started, so it was necessary for the last of the antennas to be erected by a very hardy bunch with a variety of wet weather gear.

We finally went on the air at 0451 on 17 October with as many bands as we could manage. By the time the first log take was done (around 1900) we had more than 6,000 QSO’s. 24 hours later another 9,000 QSO’s were in the bag on all bands and modes. At this stage there were no 160m QSO’s, 40m SSB QSO’s and we had no success on 6m. We continued to listen and our beacon was heard briefly in Kaikoura.

Since Thursday afternoon the weather has not been good. Except for a short spell on Friday afternoon, we experienced high winds and rain most of the time. The stations are set up at the Norman Kirk Memorial Sports Centre. This features a squash court, a playground for children and a racecourse. We have eight stations set up: Four on SSB, three on CW and one on 6m. We have eight Yaesu radios, six of which are currently in use, two Icom radios and six linear amplifiers. The antennas are generally in two separate fields, one for CW and the other for SSB, on opposite sides of the building. The antenna farm is 2 five element Yagi’s for 10m with a further two for 15m. A four element Yagi and a three element Yagi for 20m, a vertical for 80 and 40 with a another vertical for 80 and 160, plus a dedicated vertical for 30m. We also have a beverage RX antenna.

Despite the weather, operating conditions are comfortable in the sports centre. The room is carpeted with plenty of natural light and we have the coax cables coming in through a window. The area includes a kitchen so we can make cups of tea and coffee as we wish. We are sleeping in the Hostel, located a mile from the sports centre so there are a lot of walking trips between the two. That is fine, except for when the rains come. We often get wet, especially when we go outside to rotate the antennas. The hostel is comfortable and we have the place to ourselves. This means that most of us can sleep on lower bunks and we have two showers to share between us. Since we are operating 24 hours that means the showers are always available. The hostel managers agreed to provide us with breakfast, so we get our cereal, toast and fruit as required. For the other meals we have been patronising the piecart and the cafeteria. The first night I think they got quite a shock when they realised how much food twelve hungry souls can go through, but they’ve done a wonderful job.

Overall, we are having fun with the good band conditions and the pileups have been generally well behaved. Thanks for all the support, and for the support we continue to have.

The question for this edition of the OKDXA Newsletter is:

Who Invented Radio?
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Surprise… this isn’t Marconi…

In 1900, the Marconi Wireless Telegraph Company, Ltd. began thriving in the stock markets — due primarily to Marconi's family connections with English aristocracy. British Marconi stock soared from $3 to $22 per share and the glamorous young Italian nobleman was internationally acclaimed. Both Edison and Andrew Carnegie invested in Marconi and Edison became a consulting engineer of American Marconi. Then, on December 12, 1901, Marconi for the first time transmitted and received signals across the Atlantic Ocean.

Otis Pond, an engineer then working for Tesla, said, "Looks as if Marconi got the jump on you." Tesla replied, "Marconi is a good fellow. Let him continue. He is using seventeen of my patents."

But Tesla's confidence was shattered in 1904, when the U.S. Patent Office suddenly and surprisingly reversed its previous decisions and gave Marconi a patent for the invention of radio. The reasons for this have never been fully explained, but the powerful financial backing for Marconi in the United States suggests one possible explanation.

Tesla was embroiled in other problems at the time, but when Marconi won the Nobel Prize in 1911, Tesla was furious. He sued the Marconi Company for infringement in 1915, but was in no financial condition to litigate a case against a major corporation. It wasn't until 1943 — a few months after Tesla's death — that the U.S. Supreme Court upheld Tesla's radio patent number 645,576. The Court had a selfish reason for doing so. The Marconi Company was suing the United States Government for use of its patents in World War I. The Court simply avoided the action by restoring the priority of Tesla's patent over Marconi.

“Tesla, Master of Lightning”
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U.S. Navy shipboard transmitter manufactured by the Löwenstein Radio Company. This was a 5-kilowatt set capable of 1,500-mile transmission used during World War I. A handwritten caption by Nikola Tesla reads: "Apparatus installed under my patents on many war vessels which according to Secretary Daniels is 'superior' to any other."
