New ARRL / Red Cross MoU

On Thursday, March 25, 2010, ARRL President
Kay Craigie, N3KN, signed a new Memorandum of
Understanding (MoU) with the American Red Cross
(ARC). The MoU, which replaces an earlier
Statement of Understanding that expired in 2007,
provides a "broad framework for cooperation™
between the ARRL and the ARC "in preparing for
and responding to disaster relief situations at all
levels in rendering assistance and service to victims
of disaster, as well as other services for which
cooperation may be mutually beneficial."

The Red Cross requires the completion of a criminal
background check to participate in Red Cross
activities and provides a process by which a
volunteer may have a criminal background check
performed at no cost to the volunteer. In the case of
ARRL volunteers, the Red Cross has agreed to
accept an alternative process: ARRL volunteers
may arrange, at their own initiative and expense, to
have the criminal background check performed by a
state or local law enforcement agency.

The Red Cross also has agreed that ARRL
volunteers shall not be asked or required to consent
to credit checks, mode of living investigations or
investigative consumer reports in order to provide a
communications function.
